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Application Guide for Self-financed Research Students (2026)

Research students conduct research in their specialized fields under the supervision of their academic
advisors. This application guide is for persons who do not possess Japanese citizenship, and either possess a
visa status of “student”, or are able to obtain a visa status of “student” as stipulated by the Immigration

Control and Refugee Recognition Act by the date of admission.

1. Outline

(1) Admission is at the beginning of the semester (in April or October).

(2) Research duration is six months or one year.

(3) Research students are responsible for the expenses necessary for research.

(4) The fees are as follows ¢ The entrance fee and tuition are subject to change.:
(i) Examination fee: ¥9,800 (The examination fee must be paid upon application and is not

refundable under any circumstances.)

(i) Entrance fee: ¥84,600 (The entrance fee must be paid within the preceding month of enrollment.)
(iii) Tuition: ¥173,400 (per semester)

(5) Applicants or their proxies must submit the application documents described in Section 7 to International

Relations Division in Mie University.

Documents for Research Student” on the envelope. Postage must be paid by applicants or their proxies.

(2) Reception hour is from 9:00 to 17:00. Weekends and national holidays are excluded.

(3) Application received after the deadline will not be accepted for any reason.

(4) The submitted documents will not be returned under any conditions/circumstances.

(5) The deadline for payment of the application fee is 17:00 on the last day of the period of application. If

it's not paid on time, the application will not be accepted even if the application documents have been

submitted.

(1) Research students must do research at least 10 hours in a week.
(2) Those who want to continue their research must apply for an extension at least 30 days before their
research completion date. Research term can be extended up to 2 years.

(3) Research students must submit their research reports to the International Relations Division by their
research completion date.

(4) Mie University has established “Mie University Security Export Control Regulations” in accordance
with the “Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act”, and conducted strict examinations for the
acceptance of international students. Those who apply to the regulations may be unable to take
their desired courses, programs, or researches.

(5) Personal information provided in the application will be used only for the purpose of accepting research students and
other related purposes.
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
