Overview of the Courses of the
Organization for International Education
and Research (QIER)

There are two semesters: Spring Semester (From April to August)
and Fall Semester (From October to February)
There are 16 weeks in each semester.

Japanese Placement Test

Al'l new international students taking Japanese classes at
Organization for International Education and Research (OIER) must
take Mie University Japanese Language Placement Test!

The results of the test determine your class level (Basicl,
Basic2, Basic3, Intermediatel, Intermediate2, or Advanced).
Please check your level, check the classes for your level
(Chapter 5), and start attending classes on the first day of the
semester. You may begin attending classes even before you
register for classes.

Students who have passed JEES Japanese Language Proficiency Test
(JLPT) NI and submitted a copy of the “Notification of Passing
Results” or “Certificate of Japanese Language Proficiency” to
International Relations Office by the deadline are not required
to take Mie University Japanese Language Placement Test.
(Students who have already submitted the NI certificate in the
previous semester must submit the NI certificate again, every
semester. )

Current/Continuing students who have passed a certain number of
classes(*) taken in the previous semester move up to one level
higher without taking Mie University Japanese Language Placement
Test. Students who did not move up to the next level will take
courses of the same level as the level in the previous semester.
Students who did not move up to the next level may toke Japanese
Language Placement Test to possibly move up to higher class level.
However, note that Intermediate | students MUST toke Japanese
Language Placement Test in order to move up to the next level.
(Application for the Test is required.)

Research students (Including Teacher training students) and
Special research students are not allowed to attend Japanese
courses at OIER without taking the Placement Test each semester
or submitting a certificate of JLPT NI.




Chapter 2. Course Registration

Choosing Courses

Students can only take classes of his/her level and classes of one
level lower.

Look at List of Classes (Chapter 5) and check the levels(#) that each
class accepts. Basically, students should take classes that match
their assigned Japanese level. If students need more credits or wish
to review by taking a lower-level class, they are allowed to take a
class that is one level below theirs. However, please note that some
instructors may not allow them to enroll depending on the class.

For example, if your class level is Advanced #6, you may only take
classes marked #6.

Due to student visa requirements, Special Auditing Students are
required to take at least 7 classes (=10 hours/week) of OIER courses
and/or courses of their departments/faculties.

How to Register

Pay attention to the course registration period, (Chapter I. Calendar).
Mie Univ. regular students (undergraduate and graduate students) and
special auditing students should register at UNIVERSAL PASSPORT, Mie

University.

Chapter 2. OIER Course Registration

Criteria for Passing or Failing Courses

To pass a class, a student must attend two-thirds or more
class meetings. It is not allowed to take the final
examination when you are absent from the classes 6 times

or more.

Your grade is scored based on the following scale.

The score 6 or higher will be considered as “Pass” , and
5 or less will be considered as “Fail.”

0~5(D), 6(C), 7(B), 8(A), 9~10(AA)

Special Cancellation of Classes

. Emergency Weather Warning

Classes are cancel led when emergency warning is issued (for
heavy rain, storm, storm surge, high waves, snowstorm, or heavy
storm) in the north or middle regions of Mie prefecture
(Yokkaichi city, Kuwana city, Suzuka city, Kameyama city, Inabe
city, Kisosaki—-cho, Toin-cho, Komono-cho, Asahi-cho, Kawagoe-cho,
Tsu city, Matsusaka city, Taki-cho, or Meiwa-cho).

Also, classes are cancelled when tsunami emergency warning is
issued for Ise Bay.

Morning classes are cancelled if the warnings are not lifted by
6:00 am. Afternoon classes are also cancelled if the warnings
are not lifted by 10:00 am.

2. Natural Disaster and Transportation Strike, etc.

You should pay attention to the information about earthquakes,
tsunami, tornadoes, transportation strikes, etc. Watch TV,
listen to radio, and talk to your neighborhood, and you should
take all measures possible to protect yourself.

Mie University will inform you the cancellations and restart of
classes through mobile information system and other methods.
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Chapter 3. Decisions of Moving Up to Next Level

Those who pass Japanese language classes this semester and satisfy requirements
can advance to one class level above in the next semester without taking the
Japanese Placement Test.

XIf you fail to advance to the next level, you will attend the same Japanese
language level classes in the next semester.

X Those who fail to advance to the next level may take Japanese Placement Test.
There is a possibility that you advance to a higher level if your score is good.
X Intermediate I students MUST take Japanese Language Placement Test in order to
advance to Intermediate II level.

X:Research and special research students are not eligible for the level
advancement.

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Chapter 4. Classes of OIER

Organization for International Education and Research offers two
courses: Japanese Language Education Course and International Career
Development Course. Each course offers several classes, and students
can take classes from both courses.

[Japanese Language Education Course]
All international students enrolled at Mie University are eligible to
take classes from this course depending on their needs and Japanese
language ability. Students who want to take classes from this course
must take the Japanese Language Placement Test in March or September,
the results of which will determine your level of Japanese language.
There are six levels: Intensive Basic I, Intensive Basic I,
Intensive Basic II, Intermediate I, Intermediate I, and Advanced.

[International Career Development Course])
Classes from this course are designed to provide educational
knowledge with global perspectives. The classes include those in
which Japanese and international students study together using
English, and they engage in international collaborative learning
through discussions.

We have two ways of calling school hours, “KOMA (means “class” )
and “Gen” (means “period” ).
