This course is designed to improve communication skills (including English) and intercultural
competence necessary to be active with a global perspective. Japanese and international
students study in the same class (except for "Japanese Culture and Society 2B") in English-
based lectures, and engage in international collaborative learning through discussions. This is
a very useful lecture for Japanese and international students who are interested in cross-cultural

collaboration with English and studying abroad (short and long term).

B Notes on Taking Classes
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Outline of the Courses of the Center for International Education and Research; CIER
1) There are two semesters;

Spring Semester (From April to September), Fall Semester (From October to March)
2) There are 16 weeks in each semester.

1. BLANIHEME Japanese Placement Test
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1) All International Students who want to take the Japanese Classes of CIER are required
to take the Placement Test. Your level and the appropriate classes are given based on
the results of the Test. After confirming your level, please attend the classes starting
the beginning of the semester (Former semester begins on April 11, Latter semester
October 3). Attend classes even before you register the classes.

2) Students, who submit a photocopy of the certificate of JLPT 1, may not have to take the
Placement Test. (Please submit a photocopy of the certificate to the International
Relations Office every semester.)

3) Students, who passed 3/5 of required CIER courses in the preceding semester, are
allowed not to take the Placement Test and allowed to register classes in the next level.
(Please refer to pages 4-5 for details.)
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1) Students can only take classes of his/her level and those of one level lower.
2) If CIER students want to take classes offered by other faculties/departments of Mie
University, consult with CIER office.

3. USADERERSIEDEE Criteria for Passing or Failing Courses
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1) To pass a course, the attendance should be two-thirds or more. It is not allowed to take
the final examination when you are absent from the classes 6 times or more out of 16
classes.

2) Your grade is scored based on the following scale. The score 6 or higher will be
considered as “Pass”, and 5 or less will be considered as “Fail.”

0~5 (D), 6 (C), 7(B), 8(A), 9~10(AA)
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1) When Emergency Warning or Warning has issued.
When Emergency Warning (for Heavy Rain, Storm, Storm Surge, High Waves,
Snowstorm, and Heavy Storm), Storm Warning, or Snowstorm Warning is issued either
in the area of North part of Mie Prefecture (Yokkaichi city, Kuwana city, Suzuka city,
Kameyama city, Inabe city, Kisomisaki-cho, Toin-cho, Komono-cho, Asahi-cho, and
Kawagoe-cho) and/or Central part of Mie Prefecture (Tsu city, Matsusaka city, Taki-cho,
and Meiwa-cho) or when Major Tsunami Warning or Tsunami Warning is issued in Ise
Bay. If the warning is not cancelled by 6:00 am, the classes held in the morning will be
cancelled, and if it is not cancelled by 10:00 am, the classes held in the afternoon will
be cancelled.
The exam period follows the same.

2) In Case of Natural Disaster or Transportation Strike
In case of natural disaster or a transportation strike occur, all the classes will be
cancelled. In addition, in case of the earthquakes, Tsunami, or tornadoes, please pay
attention to the news of the radio, TV and your neighborhood, and students should
take all measures possible to protect themselves in the event that an emergency
situation occurs.
When Mie University decides to cancel classes or restart classes, we inform students
through MMIS (Mobile Information System).
