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Application Procedures for 2026 Tuition Fee Exemption

(For the Private Financed International Student)

If you are the private financed international student who is enrolled as a regular student in Mie University and satisfies the
following qualifications and requirements, you may get a half or full of tuition fee exemption based on your application by yourself.
You can apply for both the first and second semesters at the same time but in this case, the screenings are done separately and the
results are notified for each.

The applicant must do The First Application with “Universal Passport” on Web and submit the application forms and the
required documents as The Second Application by the deadline.

There is a limited budget for the tuition fee exemption and therefore all the applicants may not get the tuition fee exemption. The
students for half exemption are preferentially selected. The result for the first semester may not be always the same as that for the
second semester.

1. Qualifications and Requirements

You must be a graduate student (NOT a research student, an auditing student and a non-degree student) and satisfy the following
qualifications and requirements.

-You have difficulty in paying the tuition fee for an economic reason.
-You have an excellent academic record.

3% You can apply for the tuition fee exemption up to 1 year plus the years required for graduation (5 years for undergraduate
students and 7 years for the students of School of Medicine). Except for illness, study abroad or other particular reasons, the
period of absence is included in the years required for graduation. Please refer to page 20 [Reference 1]  about the details.

% Ifyou do not meet the standards of the acquired credits and the academic records in the previous year, you have no
qualification to apply for the tuition fee exemption. Please refer to the page 22 and 24, [Reference2] [Reference 3] for
the details.

3% Ifyou may take a temporary leave from the university, return there after it, and then finish your course or leave there in the
middle of the semester, you cannot apply for the tuition fee exemption. In such case, you must immediately report to the
Student Support Office and your application should be withdrawn.

2. Application Procedures
(1) The First Application

Please input necessary information with “Universal Passport” on Web. You can see the procedures in the page 7 to 10.

You can apply for both the first and second semesters at the same time. In this case, you don’t have to reapply for the tuition fee
exemption for the second semester without any change for your family matters. You had better choose this way if you are less
likely to take a temporary leave from the university and so on.

(2) The Second Application

(@) Please read the instructions carefully and submit the application forms and the required documents during the application
period. No overdue application is acceptable. You must apply by yourself.
You may be asked about your family matters etc. Please be ready to answer even if you are asked about the condition of your
family.
The required documents you copy by yourself should be printed in the size of A4. You can make reductions or enlargements.
You may be asked to submit additional documents later when necessary.

The result of screening for the first semester will be notified from mid-July to mid-August and that for the second
semester will be around mid-December by both mail and Email. You can see it on Web (Universal Passport) too.

If you applied for the tuition fee exemption, you would not have to pay for your tuition fee until your result of screening
was decided. Even if you paid for it before the result was decided, you could not get it back. If you paid for it by bank
transfer, your tuition fee would not be transferred from your bank account until the result was decided.

If your result of screening is a half of tuition fee exemption or N/A, you have to pay for your tuition fee immediately.

Can I apply for the tuition fee exemption even if my academic record of previous year is below
the standard?

No, you cannot.

I took a 1-year leave of absence for personal reasons. I am in the 2nd year (3th year as the

enrollment period) now. Can I apply for the tuition fee exemption?

. You can apply for the tuition fee exemption up to 1 year plus the years required for graduation.

For example, Master's students can apply for 3 years (2 years of study + 1 year). (Doctoral
students can apply for 3 years + 1 year = 4 years, and medical doctoral students can apply for 4
years + 1 year =5 years.).

Except for illness, study abroad or other particular reasons, the period of absence is included in
the years required for graduation.

In your case, for your personal reason, you can apply for the tuition fee exemption up to 1 year
plus the years required for graduation but cannot over the number of years (For your personal
reason, the period of your leave of absence is included in the years required for graduation).

In this case, the academic record of the 1st year is considered as the judgmental standard.

Long-term students can apply for the number of years of long-term study + 1 year.
